
Quality Suffolks attract top dollar at Omagh 
 
COOKSTOWN breeder Robin McAdoo had plenty to smile about as the curtain 
came down on a successful series of ram shows and sales organised by the 
Northern Ireland Branch of the Suffolk Sheep Society at Omagh Auction Mart on 
Saturday. 
The Threeways flock owner claimed the top honours in both the ram lamb and pairs 
classes before his first prize-winning Baileys Hilton ram lamb went on to claim the 
supreme championship, with one of the second prize-winning pair, presented by 
Hunter Stewart, Castlederg, scooping the reserve accolade. 
And it was the pairs’ winners that performed best in the sale ring with Robin 
McAdoo selling a Smiddiehill Wonder bred lamb for 750 guineas, a price matched 
only by fellow Cookstown breeder Gary McAdoo when his Threeways Gladiator 
ram lamb changed hands after considerable ringside interest.. 
Shearlings were also very much in demand with Martin Harkin, Drumquin and 
William Tait, Omagh respectively selling Deveronside Dugatti and Castleisle Impact 
rams for 700 guineas. 
The first prize-winning shearling, brought forward by Wesley Cousins, Omagh 
fetched 680 guineas while Ardstraw breeder William Moore sold four shearlings to a 
top of 660. 
The 600 guinea barrier was exceeded on 10 occasions with Robin McAdoo selling 
five sheep for 750, 620, 600, 600 and 420. Another consistent performer was 
Hunter Stewart who sold four rams, including the Scarvaghern Star bred reserve 
champion, for an average of 520 guineas. 
When it came to handing out the rosettes, a Wells Fargo shearling, presented by 
Wesley Cousins, annexed first prize with William Moore securing both second and 
third places.. 
Robin McAdoo topped the leader-board in the ram lamb class with Gary McAdoo’s 
Knockadoo Classical bred lamb in second, a Burnview Performer lamb belonging to 
S & W Tait in third and a Carony Bugatti ram brought forward by the Liggett stable, 
Drumquin in fourth. 
Robin McAdoo, Hunter Stewart and Gary McAdoo, in descending order, filled the 
podium positions in the pairs class before Robin McAdoo went on to claim the 
major honour of the day.
